IMPORT CONDITIONS OF YELLOW PEA SEEDS (Pisum sativum) FOR
CONSUMPTION

The Yellow pea seeds for consumption may enter Pakistan after following
phytosanitary measures:

1. Prior to the importation of Yellow pea seed for consumption to Pakistan, a valid
import permit issued by the Department of Plant Protection under Pakistan Plant
Quarantine Rules 2019 IS required.

2. An import permit may be obtained by submitting an import permit application to
the Department of Plant Protection, Karachi for import of Yellow pea seeds for
consumption. However, the Department reserves the right, at any time to rescind
import permit on detection and identification of any regulated pest in arrived
shipment from the Exporting Country.

3. The Yellow pea seeds for consumption must be inspected or tested by the National
Plant Protection Organisation (NPPO) of the Exporting Country according to
appropriate procedures and be considered free from stored grains pests and all kinds
of biosecurity pests.

4. The Yellow pea seeds for consumption must be fumigated with methyl bromide
@ 32 grams/ Cu. m. at 28 oC or above under Normal Atmospheric Pressure (NAP)
or with phosphine releasing chemicals @ 3g for 7 days at 10-15 oC, 6 days at 16-20
0C, 5 days at 21-25 oC and 4 days at 26 oC or above and the shipment contains no
live insects.

OR

The consignment should be heat treated at appropriate temperature, humidity and
for duration as per standard prescribed procedures.

5. The Yellow pea seeds for consumption must be non-GMO.

6. The Yellow pea seeds shipment for consumption must be clean and free of
contaminant seeds, soil, animal and plant debris and other biosecurity risk materials
prior to arrival in Pakistan.

7. Before a phytosanitary certificate is issued, the National Plant Protection
Organisation (NPPO) of Exporting Country must be satisfied that the following
activities required by the Department of Plant Protection (DPP), Pakistan have been
undertaken.



A. The Yellow pea seed shipment has obtained import permit from Department of
Plant Protection, Pakistan and is properly fumigated or heat treated and free from all
bio-security risks and these must be specified in the phytosanitary certificate.

B. Additional declarations to the phytosanitary certificate

C. If satisfied that the pre-shipment activities have been undertaken, the NPPO,
Exporting Country must confirm this by providing the following additional
declaration on the phytosanitary certificate:

"The Pisum sativum seeds in this consignment were tested and found free from
specified regulated weed seeds.”

C. A separate non-GMO certificate shall accompany the shipment endorsed by
NPPO Exporting Country.

8. Warnings and Information Notices:

A. Timber packaging, pallets or dunnage associated with the consignment may be
subject to inspection and treatment on arrival, unless sufficient evidence of a
Department of Plant Protection approved treatment is provided.

B. All documentation presented to the department to assist in determining the level
of biosecurity risk posed by transportation pathways and packaging must also meet
the requirements of the non-commaodity case.

C. Once biosecurity requirements have been met, it is the importer's responsibility
to ensure that all imported food complies with the Food Safety Regulations and Food
Standards Code and any other relevant Pakistan standards or requirements.
