And on the letter of the Central Administration of Plant Quarantine (CAPQ)
No. 2091 dated 9/8/2021

He Decided

Article(1): The attached coding and tracking system is implemented for all

export entities intending to export their production of important export
agricultural crops whose priorities are set by the EPQ, issuing a phytosanitary
certificate only to the export entities that have been coded by the EPQ.

Article(2): Farms intending to export their products in accordance to the coding

system should apply the recommendations and technical guidelines, requirements
of importing countries, integrated pest management and good agricultural
practices, in accordance with the EPQ approval. In case the farm does not
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conform to any of these specifications, The EPQ shall take all necessary measures
to ensure the optimal implementation of these requirements.

Article(3): The EPQ shall fulfill any additional conditions required by the
importing countries, beside implementing the attached coding and tracking
system.

Article(4): The EPQ has the right to get the assistance of the specialized
agencies of the MALR and the research institutes of the Agricultural Research
Center (ARC). These agencies are committed to provide the necessary technical
support to the EPQ, and in this it has the right to set cooperation protocols with
any other specialized technical agencies to cover the technological and logistical
services in order to achieve the optimum implementation for the system.

Article(5): The EPQ shall take all necessary measures to fulfill the related
coding and exporting requirements of the varieties that have intellectual property
rights in the Arab Republic of Egypt.

Article(6): The EPQ can make the required amendments to the attached system
to ensure the proper work flow after the Minister of Agriculture and Land
Reclamation acceptance.

Article(7): Any text that contradicts the provisions of this Decree shall be
cancelled.

Article(8): This Decree shall be published in the Egyptian Gazette and shall
come into force as of the day following the date of its publication

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National System for Coding of Export Entities and Tracking Exported

Agricultural Consignments

A :Important Definitions:-
The term farms mean all export entities and establishments associated with
any stage of production and preparation for exportation.

Coding: the process of technical accreditation of the export entities
carried out by the Egyptian Plant Quarantine (EPQ) to ensure that all
importing countries legislation is applied and to produce a high-quality
product for exportation in order to keep Egyptian Agricultural exports
reputation and facilitate market access to all global markets. Coding
system carried out by assigninga unique code number foreach
independent export entity, which permits tracking of exported
consignments by EPQ

Egyptian Plant Quarantine (EPQ): the authqrized service responsible
for coding procedures and registration of both farms and the export
entities, and when referring this means the Central Administration of
The Egyptian Plant Quarantine or any ofits affiliated General
Administrations or any entity delegated by EPQ to perform some Actions.
Export entity :an entity, that performs one or more process of preparing a
product which is subject to plant quarantine supervision to be exported
abroad

The export entity term includes farms and export facilities

Export facilities: sorting and packing stations, or collecting centers or
export products stores or treatment units and any other facilities for
the same purposes. ‘

Exporter representative :the person designated by the exporter for
dealing with Plant Quarantine Administration, whether he is the owner of
the Exporting entity or commissioner with a valid official authorization.
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B : Conditions must be met by the exporting entity:

The requirements issued by EPQ for accreditation of the export entities
must be applied according to the type of crop and the requirements of the
importing countries.

Exportation will be allowed only from the coded export entities, and
EPQ should provide a technical booklet including all the necessary
technical requirements for inspection and coding system. To assure the
good agricultural practices.

C : Coding and accreditation steps for exporting farms.

1. The start and end dates for the coding process is announced through
different media types, including times and dates for receiving export farm

registration applications, inspection, and coding requests before the
beginning of the export season with enough time.

2. Exporter representative should submit a request to the EPQ
Administration for coding his farm declaring the farm address, area and
dimensions, and declaring also the cultivated varieties.

3. All ownership, possession documents and a sketch of the farm layout
should be submitted.

4. Small areas (farms) intended for exportation can be grouped under one
area and having one export code ( grower Ne ) , provided that these farms
should be neighboring without natural or industrial barriers and are
planted with one crop and the same agricultural practices are applied.

Also dealing with EPQ Administration should be only occurred through
one exporter representative.

5. The EPQ will receive the applications from those wishing to register and
code their farms, estimate and collect the necessary fees, and assign an
official auditing committee to audit the farm.
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The exporter representative receives a booklet with the technical
instructions to be followed for the production of the intended export
product, models, forms that must be available at the farm, the booklet

should include the approved technical information as follows:

- Approved pest control programs.

- Agricultural extension programs for the crop.

- The lists of recommended pesticides.

- Importing countries conditions and requirements.

All documents (whether technical or legal) introduced by exporter
representative should be subject to the EPQ Evaluation.

The auditing committee that assigned by EPQ ensures that the farm
complies with all the technical guidelines and requirements determined by
the EPQ and confirms the availability of records and the regularity of
registration. The committee also locates the geographical coordinates of
the farm utilizing G.P.S satellite technology. In case of confirming that all
requirements are applied, a representative samples should be drawn from
the whole farm. The farm should be approved and coded based on the
sample analysis results.

In case of violation of any technical coding requirements, the committee
will prepare a detailed technical report explaining the deficiencies in the
farm and corrective actions should be followed to re -evaluate the farm.

In case the farm wishes to be re - evaluated all previous steps shall be
followed again with a re-evaluation fees that will be 50% of the amount
paid in the coding for the first time.

If the farm is not able to implement the technical requirements needed to
apply good agricultural practices during the re-evaluation stage. This farm
will not be able to export during the season, however it is allowed to be
evaluated again in the following season.
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All coded exporting farms are subject to the full supervision of the EPQ
during the production and export period. EPQ has the authority to make
sudden visits, evaluate the farm, and take samples to confirm the
compliance for the required technical conditions and applying the good
agricultural practices. In case the export representative refuses to evaluate
the farm or withdraw samples, the farm will be banned from exportation
until the end of the export season.

The EPQ issues an approved list of the exporting farms for each crop,
declaring the code number of each farm before the start of the export
season, and these lists should be circulated among all border points and
EPQ inspectors. The approved coded farm should print its own code on
packages of the raw material supplied to export facilities, or write the code
number on delivery documents or approved sales invoices.

Before starting to harvest for the purpose of export, the export farm should
inform the EPQ to visit the farm to estimate the crop yield of the actual
production and the quantity suitable for exportation and to confirm that the
farm still applying all the good agricultural practice.

The EPQ issues a Quantity Deduction Document including the farm name,
valid quantity for exportation and the name of the exporting company. The
exported quantities should be deducted directly from the original
document.

In case the farm violates the accreditation conditions, or violates the
measures of the plant quarantine procedures, or manipulation is detected,
or any consignments rejection occurs abroad according to a notification of
interception, the exportation from the farm should be suspended until
finalizing the investigations and the farm re-evaluation takes place, also all
"Quantity Deduction Documents" issued to the farm should be
suspended. The suspension period should be determined in the light of the
investigations output and re-evaluation results.
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D: Exporting facility registration steps:

1. Preparation, sorting, packing, treatment, and storage of agricultural
commodities for exportation are exclusively operated under supervision
of EPQ in authorized production sites (i.e packing stations ), places or
areas.

2. The export representative registers at EPQ, the required application should
be filled. As for registration, some data should be available such as:
address and area location, with declaring the items to be processed in the
facility.

3. Documentation should be available upon registration (ownership of the
facility, or an active authorized rent contract, facility layout sketch).

4. EPQ reviews the documentation then estimates and applies the required
fees for auditing.

5. Auditing committee assigned by EPQ should confirm the suitability of the
facility for processing and packing in terms of technical scope and
according to the International Standards of Phytosanitary Measures

(ISPMs) and the internal quarantine measures, then GPS for location and
boarders are recorded.

6. The facility may be approved from the first time or corrective measures
are applied to get approval upon re-auditing, otherwise the facility is going
to be non-compliant with the terms of accreditation so it should be rejected,
based on the results of the inspection.

7. A certificate of accreditation for operating the export facility is issued in
accordance with phytosanitary requirements for the purpose of preparing
specific agricultural commodity for exportation. This accreditation is
renewed annually after ensuring the compliance of the facility with the
accreditation conditions, and the EPQ administration issues a list of

approved facilities for each export crop with the code number in annual
bases.
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All accredited facilities are committed to receive raw materials (fresh
agricultural commodity) only from previously registered farms with
registered codes. Any package or document produced from the registered
facility should be labeled with the registered codes. Codes should not be
mixed among different crops, which are produced, or stored or packed
separately. The registered code of the farm and the facility code should be
placed together in each label. After that, EPQ inspectors should confirm
the compliance of the documentation and all the facility processing
procedures. All codes should be placed in the phytosanitary certificates for
each consignment exported from those codes.

In the case if it is proved that the facility has violated any of the
requirements of the accreditation, or that it has violated the procedures of
Plant Quarantine, mixing codes, receiving raw materials from un-coded
farms for processing for the purpose of export, or any manipulation with
documents, or interception of any exported consignments abroad, the
facility’s accreditation will be canceled as well as dealing with the facility
shall be suspended too. Until the investigations are completed and the
facility is re-evaluated without prejudice to any other penalties stipulated
in other ministerial decisions, and the suspension period is determined
according to the results of the investigations and the re-evaluation.
